I would like to take this opportunity to introduce 
myself. I started as the new school nurse on October 
2, 2009. I have nine years of nursing experience. 
Throughout that time, I have worked in acute and 
intensive care settings within Christiana Care Health 
Systems. I also worked several years as a case 
manager. Last year, I started as a substitute nurse 
throughout the Appoquinimink School District. I have 
enjoyed getting to know the students of Bunker Hill 
Elementary.  Everyone has welcomed me so warmly and 
I feel at home at Bunker Hill Elementary. 

As we all know, it has been a very busy flu season and I 
appreciate the support and patience I received from 
all of our parents as we conclude with the vaccination 
clinic offered by the Delaware Division of Public 
Health.
