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Spotlight on…The DSTP!  “Show What You Know!”
By Jeff Davis, Principal

Last month I began talking about some strategies to help prepare 
students for our spring DSTP testing.  I mentioned: helping students 
focus and rededicate themselves to their schoolwork; completing all 
assignments and homework; showing all work (especially in math); 
using the R.A.R.E. format for answering questions; and staying on-topic 
in all writing assignments.

Those were some basics – and they’re still true.  But as we come closer 
to the test, students and parents will want to focus on even more 
specific strategies so that every student gets a chance to “Show What 
You Know!”

For Reading: using the R.A.R.E answer format  (Restate the question, 
Answer the question, give a Reason for your answer, Explain your 
answer) is still essential .  Students also have to remember to go back 
to the text  for their answer.  When a student can use a quote from a 
piece they’ve just read in their test booklet, DSTP graders will see that 
the student really knows what they’re talking about!  Be sure to take 
your time and answer with as much detail from the story as you can!

For Math, you must take your time  and show all of your work !  Taking 
your time means a number of things, including: reading word 
problems a few times; thinking about which operations will be needed 
to solve the problem, and checking your work once you’re done.  
Showing your work on the DSTP math test is very important, too .  It can 
help you get partial credit for your answer, even if you had a wrong 
number someplace.  So don’t erase a thing!  Take your time, show 
your work, and check each answer!

On each of the tests, we want students to take their time, think about 
their answers, answer completely, and check their work.  Students 
have the strategies, the knowledge, the time, and the smarts to do 
their best on this test.  I hope every student will look at the DSTP as a 
golden opportunity to “Show What You Know”!!!
